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ORDINANCE NO. 2006-2007-K

An ordinance amending the 2006-2007 Fiscal Year Budget of the City of Victoria by transferring $410,000 from
the General Fund fund balance to the General Fund Parks Transfer to Construction line item and by transferring
$410,000 from the Water Wastewater Fund fund balance to the Water Wastewater Fund Non-Department
Transfer to Construction line item, to provide additional funding for the Youth Sports Complex Project,
authorizing the City Manager to execute an interlocal agreement with the Victoria Sales Tax Development
Corporation (VSTDC), that provides for the VSTDC to construct a Concession Stand, Restrooms, Storage
Buildings, and Related Facilities next to the proposed Youth Sports Complex Project (Contract 2), in an amount
not to exceed the total amounts described in this ordinance, approving amended projects and expenditures for the
VSTDC's 2006-2007 Fiscal Year, repealing conflicting ordinances, providing for severability, declaring an
emergency; and declaring an effective date.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF VICTORIA, TEXAS:

The Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Budget of the City of Victoria is amended by transferring $410,000 from the General Fund fund
balance (0001-300100), to the General Fund Parks Transfer to Construction line item (0001-01PAR1-720300), to provide additional
funding for the Youth Sports Complex Project, repealing all conflicting ordinances, providing for severability, declaring an emergency; and
declaring an effective date; and

2,

The Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Budget of the City of Victoria is amended by transferring $410,000 from the Water Wastewater Fund
fund balance (4041-300100), to the Water Wastewater Fund Non-Departmental Transfer to Construction line item (4041-41NON-720300),
to provide additional funding for the Youth Sports Complex Project, repealing all conflicting ordinances, providing for severability,
declaring an emergency; and declaring an effective date.

3.
The City Manager is authorized to execute an interlocal agreement with the VSTDC, in a form to be approved by the City
Attorney, that provides for the VSTDC to construct a Concession Stand, Restrooms, Storage Buildings, and Related Facilities next to the
proposed Youth Sports Complex Project (Contract 2) in an amount not to exceed the total amounts described in this ordinance.

4.
The City Council approves the amended projects and expenditures for the VSTDC's 2006-2007 Fiscal Year as described in Exhibit
A", which is attached hereto & incorporated herein.

3.
If any provision of this ordinance, or the application thereof to any person or circumstance, shall be held invalid or unconstitutional
by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions, or application thereof, of this ordinance which can
be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

6.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

In accordance with Article V, Section 5 of the Charter of the City of Victoria, the City Council finds a grave public necessity exists
to amend the original budget to authorize the aforementioned expenditures to meet unusual and unforeseen conditions involving funding for
the Youth Sports Complex Project, which could not by reasonable diligence, thought and attention have been included in the original
budget.
8.
In order to provide funding for the Youth Sports Complex Project, an emergency is declared, and the requirement of Article 11,
Section 9 of the Victoria City Charter that no ordinance shall be passed on the date of its first reading is hereby suspended, and this
ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage by this City Council.
