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ORDINANCE NO. 2007- 22

An ordinance amending Section 13-196 and repealing Section 24-142 of the Victoria City Code to regulate
dumping at the landfill and provide that the rates charged thereat are as determined by the City's landfill
operator, providing for severability, providing for codification and savings, providing for enforcement,
providing for a penalty not to exceed $500 upon conviction and publication, declaring an emergency, and
declaring an effective date.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF VICTORIA, TEXAS:

b
Section 13-196 of the Victoria City Code is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 13-196. Use of City Landfill

(a) Any person who shall use the City of Victoria landfill (which is located approximately 1.5 miles from the intersection of
SH-185 and FM-1686 in Victoria County, Texas, and is hereinafter known as the "City landfill") for disposal of garbage,
trash or other refuse, either privately or commercially, shall be subject to regulations and fee schedule established by the City
landfill operator.

(b) Any person entering the City landfill shall allow any load under their custody or control to be inspected prior to dumping
said load.

(c) Any person entering the City landfill shall notify the City landfill operator of the presence of any of the following items
in any load under that person's custody or control, prior to dumping such items in the City landfill:.
(1) ashes,
(2) liquids,
(3) explosives,
(4) highly volatile materials,
(5) materials which might create a hazard to the public,
(6) materials which might constitute a nuisance to the public,
(7) medical waste,
(8) scrap tires,
(9) hazardous waste, which is any solid waste characterized, identified or listed as a Hazardous Waste by the
administrator of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency pursuant to the U.S. Solid Waste Disposal Act, as
amended by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, 42 USC, §6901 et seq., as amended,
(10) industrial solid waste, which is solid waste resulting from or incidental to any process of industry or
manufacturing, or mining or agricultural operations, classified as Class I, Class II, or Class III
(11) industrial discharges subject to regulation by permit issued under Chapter 26 of the Texas Water Code
(12) sludge, which is a semi-solid or liquid waste generated from a municipal, commercial, or industrial wastewater
treatment plant, water-supply treatment plant, or air pollution control facility, exclusive of the treated effluent from
a wastewater treatment plant and biosolids.
(13) any item that the City landfill operator has prohibited from dumping by posting at the City's landfill by sign or
other document clearly visible to landfill users who have not yet dumped their loads, and
(14) any waste that the City landfill is prohibited from receiving pursuant to state or federal law or regulations or
said landfill's operating permit or any amendment thereof.
Any person who dumps any of the aforementioned items at the City landfill that violates state or federal law or the landfill's
operating permit shall be obligated to remove any such items and fully remediate the effect of any such items on the surface
and sub-surface environment (including groundwater and leachate) of the City landfill.

(e) It shall be unlawful for any person to dispose of any item at the City landfill that originated from any point more than 100
miles from the territorial limits of the City of Victoria, unless previously approved in writing by the City Manager. It shall
further be unlawful to dispose of any waste at the City landfill that originated from outside of the City of Victoria in any
calendar year in which the City landfill has accepted 190,000 tons of waste.

(f) The provisions of this section shall not apply to any duly authorized agents or employees of the City who are carrying out
their duties of their employment on behalf of the city.
