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ORDINANCE NO. 2007-_27

An ordinance amending the Victoria City Code to change "Director of Engineering" to "Director
of Public Works" and make other miscellaneous changes therein, repealing conflicting ordinances,

providing for enforcement, providing for severability, providing for codification and savings,
providing a penalty not to exceed $500 upon conviction and publication, and declaring an effective
date.
