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ORDINANCE NO. 2008-_2009

An ordinance approving and adopting a budget for operating the municipal government of the City of
Victoria for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2008, and ending on September 30, 2009; appropriating
money for the various funds and purposes of such budget including appropriations of money to pay interest
and principal sinking fund requirements on all indebtedness; repealing all conflicting ordinances and
appropriations; providing for severability; and declaring an effective date.

The City Manager has submitted a budget for operating the municipal government of the City of Victoria for Fiscal Year
2008-2009 (October 1, 2008 to September 30, 2009) to the City Council in accordance with Texas Local Government Code §
102.006, other applicable law, and the City Charter,

City Council ordered public notice of a public hearing on this budget by resolution dated August 12, 2008, and this public
hearing was held upon the budget on August 28, 2008, at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers at 107 W. Juan Linn; and

The City Council finds that after full and final consideration of proposed expenditures, revenues, financial condition, and
comparative expenditures was presented, the budget as finally considered at said hearing shall be approved and adopted;

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF VICTORIA, TEXAS:
