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ORDINANCE NO. 2009-_14

An ordinance canvassing the returns and declaring the results of a Joint General and Special Election,
held on May 9, 2009, for electing (1) City Council members for City Council Districts 1,2, 3, and 4, (2)
City Council Member Super District 5, and (3) to determine the results of proposed amendments to the
City Charter, approving said elections and the results thereof, delegating authority, declaring an
emergency, and providing an effective date.

In accordance with the laws of the State of Texas and the Charter of the City of Victoria, Texas, and the laws of the
State of Texas, by (1) Ordinance No. 2009-3, the City Council called an election for May 9, 2009 for electing City Council
members for City Council Districts 1, 2, 3, and 4, (2) Ordinance No. 2009-6, for electing City Council Member Super District
5, and (3) Ordinance No. 2009-5 for the purpose of submitting propositions to the voters for proposed amendments to the City
Charter;

The City Council finds that the aforesaid elections were held in accordance with the laws of the United States of
America, the State of Texas, and the ordinances and Charter of the City of Victoria.

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF VICTORIA:

1.

The City Council finds the results of the general and special election of the City of Victoria held May 9, 2009 are as
set out in the election results attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all purposes as though copied herein
verbatim; said election was duly called and notice thereof was duly given; said election was held under and in strict conformity
with applicable laws; only duly qualified voters of the City voted at the election; and due returns of the election have been
made by the proper officers.

In accordance with the election results, the following people were elected by the qualified voters of the City of

Victoria, Texas for a three-year term as set out in Article II, Section 3 of the City Charter, as follows:

PROPOSITION NO. 1

Shall the City Charter be amended to eliminate the City's requirement of an affidavit of genuineness of
signatures on election petitions.

Shall the City Charter be amended to remove the City's current requirement that the City Secretary verify the
signatures on election petitions.

Shall the words "City Secretary” be omitted from Sections 6, 7, and 9 of Article VIII of the City Charter to
provide that the City Secretary will no longer examine and certify election petitions.

Shall the City Charter be amended to replace the requirement for a "competent practicing attorney of
recognized ability appointed by the City Council" with an elected City Attorney and limiting the number of
terms that a City Attorney may serve.

Shall the first paragraph of Article II, Section 3 of the City Charter be amended to change the election date
for City officials from May to November.

PROPOSITION NO. 6

Shall the first paragraph of Article 11, Section 3 of the City Charter be amended to prohibit City Council
members from serving more than two terms in office.

PROPOSITION NO. 7

Shall the City Charter be amended to reduce the minimum percentage of voters for an effective initiative
election petition from 10% of the qualified voters to 5% of the qualified voters.

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PROPOSITION NO. 8

Shall the City Charter be amended to reduce the minimum percentage of voters for an effective referendum
election petition from 10% of the qualified voters to 5% of the qualified voters.

PROPOSITION NO. 9

Shall the City Charter be amended to eliminate the requirement for an affidavit of truthfulness and reduce
the minimum percentage of voters for an effective recall election petition from 10% of the qualified voters to
5% of the qualified voters in each district.

PROPOSITION NO. 10

Shall Article II, Section 5 of the City Charter be amended to prohibit the use of public funds for or on behalf
of current or former indicted officials, in the absence of an election.

If any provision of this ordinance, or the application thereof to any person or circumstances, shall be held invalid or
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions, or application thereof,
of this ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this
ordinance are declared to be severable.

6.
The City delegates authority to Victoria County to perform any necessary acts to canvass and/or validate the results of
this election.

7.
In order that the results of this election be made official within the time required by law, an emergency is declared and
the requirement of Article IT § 9 of the City Charter that no ordinance shall be passed finally on the date of its first reading is
suspended and this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
