
Q:  Is the City offering any free summer activities for families?
A:  Yes. There are several free things to do this summer in the City! Grab a blanket and your favorite lawn chair, and plan to bring the family to enjoy Summer Movies in Park, brought to you by the Victoria Parks and Recreation Department. Four movies are being shown in July and August. All movies begin at 8:30 pm. “The Lego Movie” will be shown on Friday, July 11 in Riverside Park at the Special Events Area; Saving Mr. Banks will be on the big screen on Friday, July 25 at Ethel Lee Tracy Park; Despicable Me 2 will be shown on Friday, Aug. 8 at Riverside Park’s Special Events Area and Frozen will be shown on Friday, Aug. 22 at Ethel Lee Tracy Park.

In addition to the Summer Movies in the Park, families can also enjoy the Silver Bullet street dances held downtown near DeLeon Plaza. The Scott Taylor Band will play Thursday, July 11 and The Pear Ratz will play Thursday, Aug. 14. Street dances begin at 7:45 pm.

Q:  How far away from a fire hydrant must drivers park their cars?
A:  The results of blocking a fire hydrant during a major fire can be very tragic, so stay well clear of fire hydrants when you park your car. The Texas Transportation Code requires all drivers to park at least 15 feet away from a fire hydrant. This gives fire fighters 15 feet on both sides of the fire hydrant for handling and connecting their hoses.
